Creating hats allows her to combine design with
the use of different materials and techniques,
leaving o free rein to her imagination. Instalied
for ten yeors now, she has developed o voried
activity - a private chentele and assocrations with
various theatres and the Béjart Ballet..

She has designed a hat which evokes the turbons
worn by Tuoregs. This populotion’s migrations are
symbolised by o route which storts on the skull-
cop and winds down to the base. The droped
route reminds us of a turban’s structure. This
heoddress is mode of felt and paper, on unusual
